Anvandning

Forberedelser och procedur for stansning

» Sitti batteriet i elverktyget direkt innan du startar
stansningen. Om pa-/av-knappen (9) trycks in t.ex.
under forberedelse for stansning foreligger risk for
personskador.

» Anvind inte elverktyget utan isatt stansverktyg eller
utan plat mellan matris och stans.

» For att undvika dverhettning av elverktyget, anviand
inte elverktyget i mer @n 15 minuter i kontinuerlig
drift.

Forberedelser for stansning:

- Borraett hal i platen som arca 0,5 mm storre an
diametern pa monterad dragbult (10) (t.ex. med ett
stegborr).

- Stick in dragbulten genom det forborrade halet. Vrid eller
fall stanshuvudet (1) sé att matrisen (12) ligger an mot
platen.

- Skruvain den stans (13) som passar till monterad matris
sa att den ligger an mot platen med ett ltt tryck.

Stansning:

- Sétt in batteriet i elverktyget.

- For att sla pa och starta stansningen, tryck pa-/av-
knappen (9) och héll den intryckt. Arbetslampan (7)
tands.

- Om elverktyget identifierar en fullstandig stansning kor
dragbulten (10) tillbaka med stansen (13) och motorn
stings av automatiskt. Slapp pa-/av-knappen (9) helt.
